Guest Speakers:  Andrew Mathiason- I am the SGA Chair and I just wanted to come and talk to you about some of the parking issues that have been brought to my attention this semester.  There have been complaints about the staff parking lot on the south side of the stadium, lot 6A, which is heavily underused.  I was told that there will be a long term study done on this lot to determine if it should go back to students because of its lack of use by staff.  Also, the parking long south of Drummond that was student parking last year and now it is staff, which is also underused.  The university actually had Residential Life sell that lot to them promising to give it back to students and they did not this semester.  More parking near Stout is said to be underused, but it might have been seen at a time when there was a staff change because the university said that lot is used.  There is also an issue with the gravel lot by Hall of Fame where the multi-modal facility will soon be, which will take away more parking.  I was told there would be 2 overflow lots built there eventually.  I will be attending the next meeting of parking and transit to find out any more information on this issue and hopefully you will be getting that information soon.
